Materials Reused for Temporary Work Structure
The construction team reused materials such as system formwork,  
tabular-staging or scaffolding, and sheet piles for temporary 
structures and works. Our primary system for reuse is the PERI formwork 
which has been used for the beam, slab, wall and column construction.
